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A TSLINAMI 1S A SERIES OF OCEAN WAVES CAUSED BY A SUPDEN,
LARGE PISPLACEMENT OF WATER. MOST OFTEN CAUSED BY EARTH-
QUAKES, TSUNAMIS CAN ALSO BE TRIGGERED BY LANDSLIPES, VOLCANIC
ERUPTIONS, ANDP COMET OR METEORITE IMPACTS IN THE OCEAN.

TSUNAMIS CAN MOVE LIKE A FAST-RISING FLOOPD TIPE, A STORM SURGE,
OR AN APVANCING WALL OF WATER. THEY STRIKE WITH PEVASTATING
FORCE, ANP TRAVEL FASTER THAN YOU CAN RUN!

THE FIRST WAVE WILL NOT BE THE LARGEST OR THE
MOST PANGEROLUS, APDITIONAL SURGES MAY ARRIVE TEN HOURS
OR MORE AFTER THE INITIAL WAVE.

BASIC EMERGENCY KIT:

Water (one gallon of water per person,
per day, for drinking and sanitation)

Food (at least a three-day supply of
nonperishable food)

Can opener (if kit contains canned food)
Prescribed medications

Battery-powered radio and NOAA Weather Radio
with tone alert, and extra batteries for both

Flashlight and extra batteries

First-aid kit

Whistle to signal for help

Infant formula and diapers (if you have an infant)

Moist towelettes, garbage bags, and plastic ties
for personal sanitation

Dust mask or cotton T-shirt, to help filter the air
Plastic sheeting and duct tape to create shelter
Wrench or pliers to turn off utilities

Important family documents, such as insurance
policies, identification, and bank account
records, in a waterproof portable container
